- smaller class size because of Title 1 funds

Cupertino school: more similar to our program

- full time program coordinator

- no aides

- more teachers

- class size ~30

San Diego program:  teacher from China through Confucius Institute for one year

- next meeting March 20

- discussed benchmarking results: standardized testing to be determined:

- change in transitioning to 50/50

- current 1st grade going to 70/30 in 2nd grade then 50/50 in 3rd grade

- current 2nd grade class will be 60/40 in 3rd grade, then 50/50 in 4th and onward

- incoming students:  K and 1st:  80/20, 2nd grade: 70/30, then 3rd-4th-5th: 50/50
