· not enough applications for teacher's aides.  We need 3:  only 1 application thus far.  May need 4

· substitute teacher for Ms. Mainprize maternity leave first 3 mths may continue as aide

· need to broaden search for aides

Survey to review parents' priorities: how we spend our money

Program coordinator:  will graduate to having full time program coordinator when we are K-5

· teaching teachers how to differentiate between advanced, middle, struggling learners

· modeling for teachers how to teach

· assessing the curriculum given the split time to ensure that enough time spent on all subjects

· English language arts: needs to improve

· Las Palmas, Spanish 2 way immersion has program coordinator: Maria Christina Barosa

· she would be available for Bergeson 1 day per week = 20% = $20,000 / yr

· techniques of language acquisition

· works with teachers at Las Palmas, trainer of GLAD strategies

· if MIP pays half, CUSD pay half via Title 3 funding

· One option: month 4 Annie Young substitutes for Mrs. Loh's K class and then Mrs. Loh does program coordination one day a week (Thursdays)

· Substitute teacher = $100 / day x 6 mths = $2400 for Annie Young
